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About the Foundation
The Sisters of Mercy established St. Patrick’s Mercy Home Foundation in November 1998.  The Foundation’s mission is to support financially the on-going efforts of St. Patrick’s Mercy Home to provide a safe and comfortable home for its residents.  A dedicated, volunteer Board of Directors manages the Foundation, which has a part-time staff person.  

Since the Foundation was established, it has contributed (to the end of March 2014) $909,290.18 to the residents of St. Patrick’s Mercy Home for such items as:

· Wheelchair accessible bus

· State of the art Bathing Systems
· Modern electric beds

· Privacy Screens
· Hot meal food distribution System

· Overhead electric lifts
· Drapes for Stage in Auditorium
· Recumbent Cross Trainer
· Chapel Organ

· Renovations to Chapel
· Annual Christmas Gifts for Residents

· Blanket Warmers

· Recreation Area Furniture, Kitchen Appliances and Renovations

With the help of our benefactors, we hope to surpass the $1,000,000 milestone in donations to the residents during the current year.

Greetings from the Board Chair
Thank you for taking time to read the St. Patrick’s Mercy Home Foundation’s newsletter for this last half of 2014.

The Foundation was established by the Sisters of Mercy for the primary purpose of raising funds and managing those funds to improve the quality of life and care for those valued members of society who need to live in St. Patrick’s Mercy Home.

There are 10 Board Members who volunteer their time to oversee the work of the Foundation and who ensure financial security for the assets entrusted to the Foundation. Additional volunteers 
contribute through committee work, particularly through fund development activities.

The St. Patrick’s Mercy home was opened over 50 years ago and it is not a modern building so there is a large need to improve the building in order to provide quality and safe care for more than 200 residents.
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As an example of the contribution of the Foundation in recent years, the Foundation has provided grants to the Home to purchase and install 58 ceiling lifts for residents’ rooms at the Home. The electric lifts allow staff to safely transfer residents in wheel chairs to/from their beds and baths in a more dignified manner. Ceiling lifts, in general, have not been a priority for capital funding by the Eastern Health Board nor for the Provincial Department of Health but they are extremely important for the safe care of Residents. The Foundation is committed to raise funds to equip every room at the Home with this essential equipment – we will need to find funds for another 50 lifts.

There are many, many needs of older and infirm residents and we are committed to work diligently to begin to meet their needs over time.

In our Province there are many efforts being made to supplement the healthcare basics through fundraising and the Foundation asks that you consider the needs of St. Patrick’s Mercy Home Residents when you choose to support a Charity or Foundation. And, even without contributing financially, if you have a special interest in helping older persons who reside in a long term care facility, then feel free to contact us to inquire about how you can help through initiatives of the Foundation.

We are working cooperatively with staff, administration, families and volunteers to make St. Patrick’s Mercy Home a ‘real home’ to its Residents – you can help, too.
